Her few easy victories hae swollen

She bourgeons out with the
Idea that she Is to be the England of
the East, with conquered peoples and
dependencies, while at home her manu-
facturers aro to overthrow the In-

fluence of western Industry and com
merce In Asia.

Alieady plans are being made to es-

tablish a line of Japanese steamers di-

rect to England, and the great English
steamship companies are to be crippled
first and then dea.ro ed.

It Is necessary to understand this be-

fore lt Is possible to realize the present
attitude ot Japan towards China and
towards the rest ot the world. But
there Is a cloud on the horizon, a very I

small cloud but still a cloud, and It Is
thta that Is, forcing Japan to carry the
war on relentlessly, to attempt to break
down China at any cost without regard
to the possible effect of such an event
upon the Interests of other nations.

SHALL CHINA BE CUT UP?
Only a few days ago the Cabinet was

considering the question whether It
would be for the interests ot Japan,
taking- - everything Into consideration,
to cause the downfall ot the Manchu
dynasty and split the Chinese Empire
In two.

On Nov. 21 about 123,500,000 paper yen
were In circulation, and against this
there was a gold reserve of 21,800 000
yen and a silver reserve ot 52,900,000

jtn. The gold reserve only amounts
to this sum when Us premium value
Is added to lt.

THE MONEY QUESTION. '

It the Government collects all Its
loans from the people and If the war
continues It must do so something tike
40,000,000 yen will be left In circulation
as a medium of commerce In other
words, a little over (1 a head for the
entire population of the Empire.

Of course much of the money called
In by the Government will be Immedi-
ately put Into domestto circulation, but
this Is only true of paper money. The
gold and silver wilt be paid out to for-
eign countries where the paper yen la
unacceptable.

At tho present time large quantities
ot silver and gold, many millions In
fact, are being shipped out of Japan
to meet war expenses, and as gold and
sliver disappear the currency ot Japan
will be upon a parity credit basis with
nothing but paper.

That Is why I say there Is a cloud on
the horizon, while England and Rus-
sia rcnaln In the shadow keeping watch
over their own.
