The reportetfb_phna,” for the removal of
the internal revenue.office for the sixth
district of Virginia from Alexandria to
Abington, Va., which have given consid-
erable concern_to the business people of
this city, it is understood, will not be car-
ried out in the near future, .if at all. The
jntentions of Mr. Louis P. Summers, the
newly appointed collector, in regard to tne
permanent location of the headguarters in
so far as his term of office is concerned,
are not fully known here, but the fact
that he will not rhake any move for an
early change is accepted as assured. Mr.
Summers will assume charge of the of-
fice May 1, at which time the resignation
of Mr. Park Agnew, who has held the
position for eight years, takes effect. 1t
is stated also that Mr. Summers has noi
determined upon any extensive changes
in the personnel of the office, and the
outside foree of employes. His intention i,
it is understood, te make some new ap-
pointments but not to name an entirely
new set of officials, There are now abouj
fourteen employes in the headquarters JI-
fice, while the force of storekeepers, guug-
ers, field officers, etc., numbers about 1t
The territory of this district includes a
large southwestern section of the state.

One of the principal reasons advanced
for the retention of the headquarters in this
city is the fact that the office has lateiy
been provided with spacious and hani-
somely finished apartments in the new
post office building, When this structure
was remoled and enlarged some time ago,
a considerable portion of the money =x-
pended was directed to the furnishing of
the second floor, which is occupied by the
revenue officers, and which would be left
without specific use in case of their re-

moval.

That the carriageway of P street north-
west, between 15th and 17th streets, be re-
surfaced at an estimated cost of $7,100,
chargeable to the appropriation for ‘re-
pairs to streets, avenues and alleys.”

That the carriageway of 3d street north-
west, between K and L streets (south half
of squared, be resurfaced, at an estimated
cost of $1,300, chargeable to the appropria-
tion for “‘repairs to :streets, avenues and
alleys.” 5 2

That the carrlageway of I street north-
west, between 30 and Bth streets, be resur-
faced, at an estimated cost of §6,500,
chargeable to the appropriation for ‘“re-
pairs to streets, avenues and alleys.”
