PITIFUL SCENES AT NEW YORK

Friends of Passengers Crowd the
Steamship Offices—Litile
to Hope For. :

NEW YORK, March 18, 1897.—It is now
believed that eighty-two persons in all
were lost by the foundering of the French
line steamer Ville de St, Nazaire off
Cape Hatteras March 8.

Of the four survivors that reached this
port all but Captain spent last night on
the steamer La Nommandie, another of
the company's steamers. Berri was

had an interview with him this morning.
He found Berri perfectly calm at first,
but unable to collect his senses, and
finally the agent gave it up and went to
the office of the steamship line, No, 8
Bowling Green. The office was fllled this
morning with a number of anxious friends
of the passengers that sailed on ‘the ill-
fated vessel. Several were crying. Two

names, nor would they say for whom they
sought, )

MASON BEY DEAD.

Distingulshed Egyptian Ariny Officer
FPasses Away in Washiagton,

WASHINGTON, March 18, 1807.—Colonel
Alexander Macomb Mason died at his
residence in this city yesterday after a
remarkably brilllant career, aged fifty-six
years,

Colonel Mason galned his rank in the
Egy army, where he achieved dls-
tinction as Mason Bey. He was a native
of this city and connected with one of
the most distinguished familles of Vir-
ginia. He was a grandson of George
Mason, author of the famous “Bill of
Rights," and a grandson of Major General
Alex. Macomb, who was commander-in-
chief of the United States army at the
time of his death, in 1841. Colonel Mason
was also a first cousin of General Fitz-
hugh Lee. He served in the navy, being
a private’s mate ons the Niagara, when
she assisted in-laying the first cable. Iie
served the Confederacy throughout the
war, spending a yedar in England. Afier
the war he sought service in Chile, China
and Cuba; acting with the revolutionists
in the latter country, and in 1870 was se-
lected by the Khedive among the first
officers chosen to reorganize the Egyptian
army and navy. He became a great
favorite with Khedive Ismail and later
with his son Tewflk.

Colonel Mason made the first survey of
the Lake Albert Wyanza, and the famous
Gordon, who was his intimate personal
friend, made him Governor of Equatorial
Africa and afterwards sent him in 187
to Massowah to keep peace between the
Soudanese and the Abyssinians, In 1878
Colonel Mason was again in Khartoum
with Gordon.

In 1884 Mason Bey was appointed Gov-
ernor of Massowah and High Commis-
sioner of the Soudan by the Khedive.
While occupying these high places Mason
Bey was sent by the Khedive on a most
important mission to Ras Allala, at Kas-
sala, and also was ambassador to the
King of Abyssinia. P2y

For a long time Mason Bey waydirec-
tor general of Cudasdra (public® lands)
and held many other positions of great
importance in Egypt. He married Mrs.
1. M. Shrove, only daughter of the late
Edmund Murry of New York, who sur-
vives him. He left no children.

Colonel Mason was still in the service
of the Khedive when he dled. He came

home a few months ago in search of
health and was on walting order pas.

WANT HART'S OASE ADVANOED

Gevernment Pushing the Filibuster=
er's Appeal for Argument.
PHILADELPHIA, March 18, 1807.—As-
sistant United States District Attorney
Lane presented a petition to the United
States Circuit Court of Appeals this
morning, asking that the hearing of the
appeal of John D. Hart, who was re-
cently convicted ‘in the TUniled States
District Court here on a charge of aid-
ing in a Cuban flibustering expedition
on the steamer Laurada, be advanced.
Hart, who was sentenced to two years'
imprisonment in the Eastern Penltentiary
and who is now at liberty on $7,000 bail,

was granted a writ of error to the higher
tribunal.

The writ Is not returnable until April
7, and ordinarily the case would not be
heard until the September term of the
upper court. The government asks that
because of the international importance
of the'case that argument upen it be
heard on April 26, in order that the mat-
ter can be disposed of.

W. W. Kér and John F. Lewls, coun-
sel for the defendant, opposed the appli-
cation. Thelr contention was that Hart
is on ball for appearance at the Septem-
ber term and that an early disposal of
the matter would be unfair inasmuch as
the case is not yet upon the list and the
record of it Is not in court. Mr. Ker
announced during his argument that
United States Senator Gray of Delaware
had'been associated with Hart's counsel
and that he would appear in the prison-
er's behalf when the appeal shall be
heard.

Judges Acheson, Dallas and Duffington
were on the bench, and the former an-
nounced that the Court would hold the
matter under advisement. A decision on
the application will probably be rendered
next week.

MURDERER BRAM DENIES IT.

BOSTON, March 18, 1897.—Thomas M.
Bram, yesterday, wrote to his senior

Holmes, and eays that his (Gordy's)
crimes have been even more atrocious
than those fastened upon the murderer
Holmes.

Mr, White expeocts to prove that Gordy
was Instrumental in the deaths of his
first wife and his father as well as the
murderer of his bride a few days ago,
An insatiable greed for money has been
given as the incentive to the crimes,

“Before the jury,” seid Mr., White, “I
will outline what part Gordy took in the
ending of the life of his first wife and
the sudden and peculiar death of his
father. By the death of the former his
pockets were filled with money which was
paild by the Insurance company that had
taken the misk on her life. Geordy has
also recelved insurance on three bulldings
which were burned.

“The death of Mrs. Gordy, nee Lewis,
the last vietim, was prompted, in my
opinion, by a desire on his part to get
possession of her money and property.
This theory has been strengthened to-

day. I recelved a letter from an agent
of the Prudential Life Insurance Company
of New York, who stated that he had a
conversation with Mra. Gordy. = She said
she desired to take out a policy on her
life. When the agent called consum-
mate the deal, Mras, Gerdy vacated
the house. This desire on Mrs., Gordy's
part for a nol‘icﬂ, in my mind, came from
the man who 15 now charged with her
murder,

‘“‘How much money Mrs. Gordy pos-
sessed is vet unknown, as the authori-
ties have not been able to sift this part
og the case. We have evidence to show
that she wase in possession of some means
and the amount known to be i3, in my
opinion, sufficlent to have induced Gordy
to do the kiling."
