In a little studio over a disused stable
in a narrow back alley of Philadelphia
the life story of the colored race, from
the tim2 when the first shipload of
broken-spirited slaves landed at James-
town, Vu, in 1619, to the present day of
educated prosperity, is being construct-
eqd figure by figure.

The story is to be told in a series of
groupings, each of which will show the
advance of the ncgro, step by step; the
struggles of the chained slave for free-
dom, the emancipation, the almost de-
spairing cffort for a place in the white
man’s world of honest labor, and finally
the winning of an equal chance in the
realm of knowledge.

The groupings are being prepared for
the U S government, and will be ex-
hibited at Jamestown to enable every
oie who visits the cxposition to see z=t
a glance how successful Uncle Sam has
been as an emaneipator of 2 down-
trodden race.
