The taking of the
Ottoman eity would of course drive the Turks back
into Asia, crushing theinr offensive in the Caucasus
and preventing the possibility of their invading
Egypt.

More than that, so far as present exigencies are
concerned, control of the Dardanelles by the Allies
would make possible the release of Russia’s vast
supply of wheat, thus relieving food conditions in
England and France, and would open a passage for
the rapid transportation of troops and ammunition
from these countries to the aid of Russia.

Constantinople i§ a cosmopolitan c¢ity and the
suggestion has been made that if taken it could be
controlled jointly by England, France and Russia.
Yet such combinations of authority do not always

work well and are often dangerous to harmony. |
