Arrangements are made to use the
basement of Mrs Augustus Hemenway's
house at 213 Clarendon st during t(he
Summer for a canning plant, under an
expeit manager, helped by’ volunters.
Mrs THemenway will meot uil expenses
except Iabor for the frst month, and
pogsibly nll Sulnmer, Flve other wom-
en's organizations are cooperating, each
undertaking to pay for the labor one
dny a week, Proceeds will be devoted
to relief work,
